The attached Budget Amendment is a principle only payment for Project 1H. This information was not available at
the time of the budget. This amendment is a $44,500 interest payment to DWSRF for phase 1H. This amendment
includes the Ormondsville and brick Kitchen Road portions of the improvements which [ do not recommend be paid
from surcharge money that is put in the Alternate Water Supply fund. The engineers identify that 27% of the total
$890,000, or $240,300 was used in this improvement. Therefore, 27% of the $45,000 should be paid from water
funds.

In the water fund, an account expending the $12,015 to the AWS fund to reimburse it for the Payment of the
interest only payment is offset by an increase in retained earnings, aka fund balance in an enterprise fund.

In the AWS fund, the $44,500 interest payment is offset with the $12,015 contribution from the water fund, and an
increase in fund balance appropriated in the AWS fund.
