Responsibilities of this position include, but are not limited to, Investigating complaints from citizens about stray or neglected animals, Capturing stray or unwanted animals and impounding them at the animal shelter, Testifying in court as required, Promoting responsible pet ownership, Issuing rabies vaccination notices to pet owners, Following-up on rabies vaccination notices not complied with, and investigating reports that involve animal cruelty or neglect, 
This position may also be Responsible for the daily operation of the Greene County Animal Shelter which can include cleaning of the animal shelter, feeding and caring for animals impounded at the shelter, maintaining and making minor repairs to the facility and surrounding grounds, Completing and maintaining accurate and proper documentation of animals impounded, redeemed, adopted, or euthanized at the shelter.

This position requires the ability to lift 100lbs. Majority of work is performed outdoors, often in inclement weather and in thickly vegetated woods.  Persons applying for this position must be willing to become certified to carry a handgun, as a euthanasia technician, as a rabies vaccinator, in the use of a bite stick and pepper spray, and must attend annual cruelty investigation classes. 

This is a part time position consisting of weekend work and some evenings.  This position reports to the County Manager.
